Curriculum Information - Nursery

Dear Parents/Carers,

We can’t believe we are over half way through the school year already. The children have started to
notice the first signs of spring with shoots emerging and buds on the trees. We have enjoyed a few
lovely sunny days and are looking forward to some warmer weather when we can really spend more
time outside.

This half term our topic is ‘“Transport and Vehicles’ and ‘People who help us’. We also have World
Book Day and Science Week just around the corner then will finish the half term learning more
about the Easter Story.

We will be covering our next sequence of learning in our maths areas; Pattern,
Shape space and measure, Comparison and subsisting.

We will also go on a Spring walk to notice and learn the different signs of
