Building fund, are you contributing?

As a voluntary aided school we are required by law to raise 10% of the cost of developing and
maintaining the upkeep of the interior/exterior and fabric of the school building and for any new
buildings. To help cover these cost we are ask parents where possible to pay a voluntary
contribution towards this. Our suggested donations are:
