The first part of the Christian Bible, comprising 39
books of the chief texts of law, history, prophecy &
wisdom literature of the ancient people of Israel.

New Testament

The second part of the Christian Bible, recording the
life & teachings of Jesus Christ and his earliest
followers. It includes the four Gospels.
