Curriculum Information - Year 6

Spring Term 2: Monday 26" February — Thursday 28" March

Dear Parents/Carers,

This half term our topic is: Our Wonderful World. This topic is about how we can look after
our world and how it is being destroyed. The children will be completing learning related to
this topic in: English, Geography, Guided Reading, Music and DT. All other lessons will be
taught discreetly.

Spring 1 — Our Wonderful World

English In English, we will be completing a small unit on: Hermelin, where children will
draft, edit and write a series of diary entries from the perspective of Hermelin the
Mouse.

We will then be looking at David Attenborough and Greta Thunberg and how they
have contributed to making the world a better place. We will aim to write a
biography.

Finally, we will be working on a short, animated film called ‘Trash’, by which
children will get to practice their descriptive writing skills in a narrative piece.

Maths In maths this term, our topics will be:

Order of Operations and Algebra, Algebra and Sequences, Reflection and
Translation, Ratio and Proportion and Volume. Children will also complete maths
fluency sessions where they can revise topics already taught.

Science Our topic for this half term is: Light. Children will: recognise that light appears to
travel in straight lines, use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that
objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye, explain that we
see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources
to objects and then to our eyes and use the idea that light travels in straight lines
to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.
