Children’s designs for their
programs show that they are
thinking of the structure of a
program in logical, achievable
steps and absorbing some new
knowledge of coding
structures. For example, ‘if’
statements, repetition and
variables. They can trace code
and use step- through
methods to identify errors in
code and make logical
attempts to correct this. e.g.

traffic light algorithm in 2Code.

In programs such as Logo, they
can ‘read’ programs with
several steps and predict the
outcome accurately.
