Pupils might work scientifically by: carrying out tests to
answer questions, for example, ‘Which materials would be the
most effective for making a warm jacket, for wrapping ice
cream to stop it melting, or for making blackout curtains?’
They might compare materials in order to make a switch in a
circuit. They could observe and compare the changes that take
place, for example, when burning different materials or baking
bread or cakes. They might research and discuss how chemical
changes have an impact on our lives, for example, cooking, and
discuss the creative use of new materials such as polymers,
super-sticky and super-thin materials.
